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Berryville church of Christ NOT
Affiliated with United Church of Christ

(Editor’s note: Several in the
community have asked our
members about the recent de-
cision of the United Churches
of Christ denomination to
openly endorse homosexual
marriage. For this reason, the
elders here decided to run an
article in the local newspaper
stating in unequivocal terms
that the church of Christ here in
Berryville has nothing to do
with the United Church of
Christ and that the doctrines
that they hold are not in keep-
ing with scripture. In that re-
gard | wrote the following arti-
cle which will appear in our
local newspapers next week.
I’m reproducing the article here
for our members so that they
can see what will soon be pub-
lished.)

ecently many have
seen in the media and
other news outlets that

the United Church of Christ
denomination has openly en-
dorsed homosexual marriage.
There has been some confu-
sion that the United Church of
Christ is affiliated with the
churches of Christ. The leader-
ship and members of the Berry-
ville church of Christ would like
to make it known that we are in
no way affiliated with the

United Church of Christ de-
nomination. The United
Church of Christ was started in
1957 as the result of a merger
between two previous denomi-
nations, the Evangelical and

Reformed Church and the Con-
gregational Christian Church.

In contrast, the church of Christ
first started when Peter and the
other apostles preached the
first gospel sermon as recorded
in the Bible in Acts 2; and 3000
souls were added to the church
(see Acts 2:41,47). The begin-
ning of the church was in fulfill-
ment of the promise that Jesus
made in Matthew 16:18 regard-
ing building His church. Paul
would later address all of these
churches as the churches of
Christ (Romans 16:16). The
Berryville church of Christ
claims to be no more or no
less, in doctrine, practice, and
organization, than the churches
that were established by the
apostles as directed by Jesus
in the first century. Our identity
is firmly rooted in the pages of
the Bible, not in a man-made
creeds, confessions of faith,
synods, conferences, or any
other authority constituted by
men. The Bible alone is the
sole standard for Christian doc-
trine and conduct (2 Timothy
3:16,17).

Since our authority is God's
word, the Berryville church of
Christ upholds everything in
God's word including God's
teaching regarding homosexu-
ality and marriage. In Romans
1:26-28, the apostle Paul
teaches that those who prac-
tice homosexual behavior sin
and do not retain God in their

knowledge. Jesus taughtin
Matthew 19:1-12 that marriage
was to be between one man
and one woman for life. He
said, "Have ye not read, that he
which made them at the begin-
ning made them male and fe-
male, And said, For this cause
shall a man leave father and
mother, and shall cleave to his
wife: and they twain shall be
one flesh? Wherefore they are
no more twain, but one flesh.
What therefore God hath joined
together, let not man put asun-
der" (Matthew 19:4-6). More-
over, the Bible teaches that
those who behave otherwise
will be judged (Hebrews 13:4),
unless they repent (2 Peter
3:9).

The members of the Berryville
church of Christ also believe
that while man's sins are terri-
ble, that God desires man to
repent and obtain forgiveness
of these sins through Christ
(Acts 3:19). We would be
happy to study with anyone
regarding God's plan for man's
forgiveness and salvation.

here are some
things | just
NEVER TIRE of.

It matters not how many
occasions there are I'm
glad to have the oppor-
tunity again. Today
brought one of those
experiences. In our area
we get frequent opportu-
nities to see bald ea-
gles. Last Saturday as
my walk took me out
toward one of our area
lighthouses along the
Strait of Juan de Fuca |
saw a bald eagle
perched on a branch
along a high bluff. To-
day, as | walked not far
from the same area my
gaze was drawn upward
to watch two bald eagles
soaring overhead. | am
always mesmerized by
the majestic sight of
these creatures of God.
I NEVER TIRE of lifting
my gaze to see them in
magnificent flight, un-
able to help wondering
what it would be like to
soar along with them
enjoying the view they
have from above.

Though | was about
eleven miles into my
walk, having my focus
uplifted to view these
two bald eagles | felt a

sense of renewal as |
continued to ponder the
sight while | walked on.
Every time | see an ea-
gle with its wings ex-
tended majestically as it
seems to effortlessly
glide along uplifted by
the currents of the wind
beneath its wings, | am
reminded of the encour-
agement provided
through the prophet
Isaiah.

We read...“(28) Have
you not known? Have
you not heard? The Lord
is the everlasting God,
the Creator of the ends
of the earth. He does
not faint or grow weary;
his understanding is
unsearchable. (20) HE
GIVES POWER TO
THE FAINT, and to him
who has no might HE
INCREASES
STRENGTH. (30) Even
youths shall faint and be
weary, and young men
shall fall exhausted; (31)
but THEY WHO WAIT
FOR THE LORD SHALL
RENEW THEIR
STRENGTH,; they shall
MOUNT UP WITH
WINGS LIKE EAGLES;
they SHALL RUN AND
NOT BE WEARY; they
SHALL WALK AND

NOT FAINT.” (Isaiah
40:28-31 ESV)

when we find ourselves
