So we are tempted to be 
silent while churches 
change. It makes me think 
of Winston Churchill's 
statement that 
"appeasement is the phi-
losophy where we hope the 
crocodile eats us last." 

I am counseling neither 
bitter denunciations of 
brethren nor an obsession 
with negative preaching. 
We need to preach the 
"whole counsel of God." 
We watch in dismay as 
whole congregations sur-
render to that which is 
popular rather than that 
which is Biblical. We ob-
serve in fear as Christian 
colleges to whom we owe 
a great deal slip away from 
the truth. I say this not in 
anger but with a broken 
heart! 

But I also say it with the 
knowledge that eventually, 

if we do not stand up for 
truth, the crocodile will 
turn on us, too. 

"Son of man," the prophet 
declared, "I have made you 
a watchman for the house 
of Israel; so hear the word I 
speak and give them warn-
ing for me" ( Ezekiel 3:17).
